	LA County Representative: A representative from Supervisor Kathryn Barger's office gave a report, mentioning Measure G and financial relief aid available to those affected by the wildfire. The representative also announced upcoming open budget discussions. 

Councilmember Adrin Nazarian: - Addressed the board, emphasizing his commitment to working with the community and providing responsive service. - Introduced Jocelyn Cardenas, a member of his field office staff. - Discussed his plans for community events, including tenant workshops, monthly cleanups, and self-defense workshops. - Responded to questions from the board about homelessness and the enforcement of 41.18. - Highlighted the importance of community investment and homeownership. - Discussed securing funding for beautification projects and working with Caltrans.
